Absentee Voting Procedure

provided, the ballot will not be counted. The Absentee Ballot must be postmarked no later than March 30, and must be received by the Election Judges no later than April 11 in order to be counted. The Election
Judges are Owen and Pat Bunn: 15238 Springhill Bend Ln, Cypress, TX; 77429-1575; 281-357-0591, owenbunn@comcast.net or patbunn@comcast.net.
