ACBL presently has 165,300 mem-

bers.  The 25 Districts which com-

prise ACBL are all trying to increase 

their membership rolls.  District 9

Wins 0-5000 Mini-Spingold; ; Quinn & Breed Second in Women’s KO; Wold Second in Senior Swiss

hear it for the spouses of famous 

bridge players! At the Toronto 

NABC, good fortune smiled on the 

―better halves‖ of several District 16 

luminaries as well as a number of the 

usual suspects.   
  

Petra Hamman and Hemant Lall of 

Dallas won the Mixed Board-a-

Match teams by a hefty three-board 

margin over a multi-national field.  

They led the event from start to fin-

ish.

Units 

which would like to use this ad would be 

eligible for 75% reimbursement of adver-

tising costs incurred. The ACBL is now 

working on a similar television ad. He 

noted that the new president of the ACBL 

is working on visiting clubs and has a 

goal of visiting 50 clubs during the last 

half of this year. 

 

Executive Treasurer: The Executive 

Treasurer’s Report for calendar year 

2010 was presented, including the Dis-

trict’s Profit and Loss Statement for the 

calendar year and its Balance Sheet as of 

Decemmber 31, 2010. The Report noted 

that (i) revenues exceeded expenses by 

$15,630 in 2010 (compared to $10,490 in 

2009), primarily as a result of the profit-

ability of the Puerto Vallarta Regional, 

the addition of another Regional in the 

District, the profitability of the STaC 

games and the fact that the Scorecard ran 

at a smaller deficit than had been experi-

enced in prior years , (ii) the District 

GNT subsidy continues to exceed GNT 

revenues as a result of the Board decision 

to grant a decision to grant a subsidy to 

the Super Flight team and (iii) the bal-

ance sheet shows that the District finan-

cial position is stable. The Treasurer’s 

Report was accepted as presented. 

 

Education: Paul Cuneo reported that 21 

people attended the Teacher Accredita-

tion Program course at the Houston Re-

gional. He recommended that the District 

devote some funds to education or 

teacher appreciation events. After discus-

sion, a motion to spend $2,500 on such 

events in the next year, as determined by 

the Chair of the Education Committee, 

was approved. 

 

Grand National Teams: Jim Bauer 

discussed the subsidy to be provided by 

the District to District GNT team win-

ners. After discussion, a motion to pro-

vide a subsidy of $1,000 to the winning 

teams of Flights A, B and C and the 

Super Flight who attend the GNT finals 

at the Summer NABC was approved. 

After discussion of the location for the 

District GNT finals for this year, a mo-

tion that those finals be held in conjunc-

tion with the Dallas Memorial Day Sec-

tional was approved. 

 

Membership: Bert Onstott distributed a 

report showing membership by Unit 

within the District for each month in the 

last year. It noted that membership has 

been above 9,000 for the last four 

months, though (at 9,012 currently) it is 

down slightly from a year ago. He stated 

that we all need to keep working to main-

tain our membership. 

Intermediate/Novice: Dorsey Shaw 

reported that she has gotten feedback 

from several persons in Texas regarding 

recruitment and development of novice 

and intermediate players. They include 

recruiting players from social bridge 

clubs and the use of mentor programs to 

encourage newer players. She stated that 

she was developing proposals regarding 

I/N players for submission to the Board. 

 

North American Pairs:  Melody Euler 

reported that she is trying to get feedback 

on schedules for the NAP games to at-

tempt to maximize the number of boards 

played. She also sated that participation 

at the club level in NAP games was up in 

all flights this year. 

 

Publicity:  Sally Blewett suggested that 

all Units take actions to honor teachers. 

She also reminded everyone to use co-op 

advertising (with respect to which the 

ACBL will pay 75% of the cost) and to 

take advantage of free advertising in local 

newspapers’ community bulletin boards, 

etc. She stated that she would submit 

proposals regarding use of publicity at 

the next Board meeting. 

 

Mexico: Lew Crippen reported that the 

Puerto Vallarta Regional made a profit. 

 

Scorecard:  Ellen Hessel stated that she 

and Ira have been working to improve 

accuracy in the Scorecard. She also noted 

that the financial results of the Scorecard 

have improved and that they expect it 

will be close to breaking even this year. 

 

Unit Reports:  Johnny Johnson reported 

that Unit 237 membership has been 

steady lately and that its Secional tourna-

ment would be held December 9-11 this 

year. Steve Shirey stated that the Fort 

Worth (Unit 183) Sectional normally 

held in June would be in Apri this year. 

Martha De Cou stated that the Unit 187 

Secional would be held February 18-20 

in Rockport. Larry Davis (Unit 207) 

reported that they got the hotel at which 

the recent Austin Sectional was held to 

permit them to bring in boxed  lunches 

for the Swiss Teams on the final day of 

the tournament by paying the hotel a 

surcharge. Ira Hessel (Unit 172) reported 

that, at the recent San Antonio Sectional, 

they limited games to two sessions per 

day, at 11 a.m. and 3 p.m. and served a 

snack in between sessions. There was an 

increase at the tournament of more than 

50%. 
 

Dewitt Hudson recognized and com-

mended Unit 174 for the excellent work 

done in putting on the Houston Regional. 
 

There being no further business, the 

meeting was adjourned.

Larry was born in Jamaica, NY. He 

says his father was considered the 

―black sheep‖ of the family for leav-

ing N.Y. to attend college at the Uni-

versity of Missouri. Larry followed 

the tradition by going out of state 

also. He earned a B.S. in Ed. from 

East Texas State University. He had 

a teaching job lined up in Dallas after 

graduation, but before signing the 

contract, he realized he was not ready 

to settle down. He had wonder lust 

and wanted to see the world so he 

applied for several overseas posi-

tions. Guam was the 1st to reply. He 

accepted a 2-year contract and stayed 

26 years! He is married to Jeannetta 

Hale, whom he met his second year 

on Guam. This past June 26 was their 

40th anniversary. Larry earned his 

M.Ed. from the University of Guam. 

Larry and Jeannetta have a son, 

David. He is married, living in PA & 

owner of his own business. Both of 

Larry’s siblings live in TX; his 

brother, in Corpus Christi., and his 

sister, in Austin. His mother, 91 

years young, lives independently in 

Austin. 

 

The travel benefits in Guam were 

great allowing extensive traveling. In 

Guam Larry taught 6th grade for 2 ½ 

years, then became one of 4 in-

service multi-media coordinators for 

the island. This entailed presenting 

workshops for the island teachers. 

After doing this for 3 years, he be-

came the administrator for a federal 

grant – NDEA Title 3.  During his 

tenure as a teacher he realized there 

wasn’t much on Guam in the way of 

entertainment for children. His fam-

ily background in business kicked in 

and he thought of the things he did as 

a child. One of those things was 

roller skating. The only sidewalk on 

Guam at that time was in Agana, the 

capital. This led to the idea of a skat-

ing rink. He asked his father to re-

search this for him and Skateland for 

Guam was born. His family moved to 

Guam in 1970 and the rink opened in 

1971. They generated a lot of trash at 

the rink. The government of Guam 

did not collect from commercial 

businesses. They were transporting 

trash in their cars to the land fill. 

Larry decided to open a trash collect-

ing service which served the entire 

island. His company employed over 

40 people and had a fleet of 15 

trucks. The entrepreneurial feeling 

was still strong and they realized the 

potential for other services that were 

not available or poorly run. He 

started a portable toilet business ser-

vicing the local community and all 

the military bases. They progressed 

to septic tank pumping, hazardous 

waste collection and the first pri-

vately owned incineration plant. 

They were beginning to long for 

N.Y. style pizza, so they brought in a 

cook to teach them and then opened 

an Italian restaurant. Larry says he 

can still hand toss pizza dough.  Fun 

as it was, in 1991 they sold all of the 

businesses. . Larry & Jeannetta re-

turned to the U.S. mainland in 1993 

in time for their son to start H.S. He 

had seen more of the world than his 

own country! 

 

Larry & Jeannetta moved to Corpus 

Christi (a lot like the weather on 

Guam?). While in Guam they had 

learned to sail progressing from a 

small one person sailboard to a 19’ 

cutty cabin sailboat. Once business 

kicked in, he didn’t have time for 

sailing. After moving to C.C. Larry 

& Jeannetta became avid kayakers 

and still enjoy it. They take the kay-

aks with them on motor home trips 

along with their mountain bikes. 

They are now on their third motor 

home, a 36’ diesel with two slide out 

rooms, larger than Larry’s first apart-

ment. They spend 2-3 months a year 

traveling. Last year they made it to 

N. Dakota which completed travels 

to all the states. In Larry’s first year 

in college some friends needed a 4th 

for bridge. They taught him the ba-

sics. He was hooked and said the 

next two semesters his grades took a 

hit because of all the time he spent 

playing bridge. He laid off bridge 

until after he moved to C.C. He took 

lessons from Barbara Estes and has 

been playing ever since. A real gen-

tleman at, and away from the table, 

Larry has been playing about 10 

years. He is currently a member of 

the unit board and is serving as secre-

tary. Most everyone knows he is also 

a great woodworker, having made 

the director scheduling board and the 

club’s suggestion box. Whenever 

something needs fixing, we call on 

Larry!

While attending the San Antonio 

Regional the first of July, which by 

the way was extremely well run and 

attended, I looked around the room 

and was just impressed with the 

number of bridge players I had 

played with and against. We really 

do become a family of sorts! Any-

way, the personal experiences are 

adding up and it’s my pleasure to be 

part of the bridge family of Central 

Texas. 

 

As more players join us, I was again 

struck by how really ―clueless‖ some 

of the newer players are about the 

finer etiquette points of the game-as 

well they should be. Our newer play-

ers haven’t necessarily been versed 

in actions that can create an unfair 

advantage: squirming, taking a long 

time to make a call, etc. The Director 

is still called on me at times, but I’ve 

been around for awhile and should 

know the rules. However, I remem-

ber when it first happened, and I had 

no idea that I had done anything 

wrong. The Director said: ―did you 

take a long time to make your call?‖ 

and I said ―of course, I couldn’t de-

cide what to do!‖ Ok, I had a harsher 

than not punishment and I remember 

it to this day: both who I was playing 

with and against. So anyway, Direc-

tors and more experienced players, 

when this happens, and I have seen it 

in our Unit games, as well as at the 

recent tournament in San Antonio, 

and there is a breach of what is 

proper, be it bidding out of turn, or 

taking too long to make a call, and 

the director is called, I would like to 

make a suggestion: Directors: go 

easy on the newer players. Most of 

them don’t know that they have 

made a breach and to be harshly 

chastised creates a feeling of unease 

and perhaps even resentment. Sec-

ondly, more experienced players, 

when playing against newer players, 

consider your actions carefully. If a 

newer player declares, and there is a 

question, perhaps you should call the 

director, but perhaps just asking 

―What is you plan of action?‖ before 

calling the director is appropriate. 

Some new players really do get con-

fused and then resentful at the harsh-

ness that can result from an incom-

plete explanation. Obviously, we are 

playing a more serious duplicate 

game, but when all is added up, we 

are still a family of bridge players. 

We already have too many poten-

tially nice players who have felt 

slighted or hurt by what they viewed 

as extreme calls or actions and have 

chosen not to continue the game. I 

hate to see this happen. And newer 

players, if this happens to you, I 

promise it is not intentional. Some-

times we just get too stuck on the 

rules to see the big picture.
