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Transfer Methods after a Takeout Double of 1 of a Major





Last month we discussed Suit Lead Transfers after partner overcalls a minor opening with one of a major followed by by RHO’s double. This month we will cover Suit Lead Transfers after partner opens with one of a major on the sequence (1 of suit)-X-??. With weak hands, responder will both conceal the declarer’s stronger hand and put the strong defender on opening lead.  





The responses by responder (third hand) after 1 H-Double- are:


1S- This is natural but at least a good 5-card suit.


1NT- This is about clubs. It shows either clubs (a hand with which you would have bid 2 non-forcing    clubs in response to an overcall) or a spade raise to any level with values in clubs.


2C- This is about diamonds. It shows either diamonds (a hand with which you would have bid 2 non-forcing diamonds in response to an overcall) or a spade raise to any level with values in diamonds.


2D- This is a 3-piece constructive raise to 2H.


2H- This is a bad raise to 2H or trying to jam the opponents with say a doubleton honor. By logic you must be prepared for partner to lead a heart when you raise with minimal values.


XX-A transfer to 1NT showing the usual 1NT b id, or an invitational hand with 3 card support, or some GF hands w/o support.


			


This then allows your Bergen Bids, Jacoby 2NT, 3NT to be on.

2C- This is about diamonds. It shows either diamonds (a hand with which you would have bid 2 non-forcing diamonds in response to an overcall) or a spade raise to any level with values in diamonds.


2D- This is about Hearts. It shows either hearts (a hand with which you would have bid 2 non-forcing hearts in response to an overcall) or a spade raise to any level with values in hearts.


2H- This is a 3-piece constructive raise to 2S.


2S- This is a bad raise to 2S or trying to jam the opponents with say a doubleton honor. By logic you must be prepared for partner to lead a heart when you raise with minimal values.


XX-A transfer to 1NT showing the usual 1NT b id, or an invitational hand with 3 card support, or some GF hands w/o support.


2N- 4 card limit raise


3D- 4 card constructive raise


Discussions and continuations:


When weak, transfers to the 2 level usually show a 6+ suit (like a weak 2 bid).  Weak hands with support may use a transfer to make a lead directing bid instead of the normal 2M or 3M preemptive raise, correcting back to partners suit if given the opportunity.  No hands with 3+ support start with a transfer, so this correction should not be construed as forward going.





Suit transfers should generally be accepted by opener, even with only singleton in the transfer suit.  With a very good holding, opener may super-accept the transfer.   With a void, a rebiddable major, or a good 5 card second suit, opener may refuse the transfer and bid (or rebid) his suit.  Maximum and distributional opening hands may jump in their own or secondary suit (as over 1M-1NT forcing) showing 6/5+ or shapely 7+.





XX is nominally a transfer to 1NT, and while not always balanced, promises constructive or better values.  These XX hands will often have 2-3 card support for partner’s major given X’s shortness especially over 1H when partner will deny 4 spades for the 1NT hand (over 1H, 31(45) might have only 1 card, and rarely over 1S 0(544) might have none).
