Minorwood


Holding  AJX—XX—AJX—A98XX, you hear partner open 1C. The first 3 rounds of bidding go: 1C—2C(Inverted Minor—forcing to game)—2H—2S—3C.  What do you bid? Playing Minorwood you can bid 4C to check for keycards. Opener’s response over 4C is 4H showing 1 or 4 Keycards. 4S is queen-ask and partner responds 4NT showing the queen. Do you bid 6C?   If you did, you win the match and finish in the overalls in the Flight A Swiss. The opponents failed to get to game after spade interference by your Swiss partners. Partner’s hand was: X—KQXX—KXX—KQJ10X. 





Minorwood can be a useful addition to your bidding arsenal, but it requires in-depth discussion with your partner to avoid misunderstandings. For example 4-NT and 5 Club bids by the person starting the Minorwood sequence must be reserved to play.  Thus a bid of 5 Diamonds is required to ask for Kings. But does this still apply after queen ask? That is left to the partnership in a description of Minorwood given  in: http://homepage.mac.com/bridgeguys/Conventions/Minorwood.html
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
