A small club comes back (I know East is unlikely to lead low from a suit headed by the KQJ). It doesn’t make any difference. On the low club lead declarer wins the Club Ace, roughs two Spades in dummy and squeezes East on the run of  Hearts. The question is this a realistic line of play versus double finessing diamonds?
