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Walter Neustadt Jr., a former University of Oklahoma regent and trustee of the OU Foundation, has died.
"Oklahoma has lost one of its finest sons,” OU President David Boren said in a news release issued Tuesday. "Few people in the history of the University of Oklahoma have contributed as much to its achievement of excellence as Walter Neustadt.  "I will miss him personally,” Boren concluded, "as a friend and valued adviser.” 

Neustadt, 90, was an Ardmore native who moved later in life to Dallas. He served on the Board of Regents from 1969 to 1976 and on the OU Foundation board from 1965 to 1996. 

In 1976, the University of Oklahoma Student Association founded the Walter Neustadt Jr. Award, which is given each year to someone who has done a great deal for students. Boren said Neustadt received the first award. 

Neustadt also received the Distinguished Service Citation from OU in 1977 and the Governor’s Arts Award in 1992 for his support of literature and the arts in Oklahoma.  In 2005, Neustadt was awarded an Honorary Doctor of Humane Letters from the University of Oklahoma.
Neustadt joined family members in making a large gift toward the Bizzell Memorial Library expansion that opened in 1982, and he and his wife, Dolores, endowed a professorship to enhance the leadership at World Literature Today, OU’s international literary magazine. The Neustadts’ three daughters, Nancy Barcelo, Susan Neustadt Schwartz and Kathy Neustadt Hankin, later established the NSK Neustadt Prize for Children’s Literature, which is given through OU on odd years.
He served in the US 8th Airforce Combat Intelligence Unit in World War II. He was President of  Westheimer-Neustadt Corporation in Ardmore and senior partner in  Neustadt Land and Development Company.
Walter attained Bronze Life Master status.
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Lebensohl Revisited

Many players are familiar with use of Lebenshol after partner’s 1NT is overcalled with 2X where X is Dia., Hearts, or Spades. The Major disadvantage of Lebensohl is that it results in the play of a hand from the WRONG side; since it is a relay based system instead of a transfer based system. This is not the case for Rubinsohl and Transfer Lebensohl.
The best system to play after an overcall of partner’s one notrump bid has a long history in the bridge world. Alvin Roth (One of America’s foremost bidding theorist)  in the May/June 1989 Issue of “Bridge Today”, “Doctor Roth’s What Do You Bid and Why” ,recommended that one NOT play Lebensohl but use a transfer based system like either Transfer Lebensohl or Rubinsohl.  Since I play Transfer Lebensohl, I will cover it this month and Rubinsohl  in a later article.
Transfer Lebensohl
Two level bids are natural and non-forcing. A double is not for penalty, but for takeout. A jump to 3NT denies a stopper in their suit and enough points for game and no 4 Card Major (regular Lebensohl). Going through 2NT forces 3 clubs and then bidding 3NT shows the stopper. Cue bidding the opponents suit at the three level is Stayman without a stopper. Going through 2NT and then cue bidding shows Stayman with a stop.

 If  the overcall is 2 hearts or 2 spades, three clubs is a relay to 3diamonds which has to be bid and then can be passed.  If responder keeps bidding, then it shows limit plus with diamonds.  The strong hand gets to play all diamond contracts. 
I f the overcall is 2 spades:
i. Three diamonds is a limit plus transfer to 3H.
ii. 2NT is a relay to 3C.  With a weak hand, responder then bids 3D transferring to 3H to play.

iii. After a 2NT relay to 3 clubs, responder’s bid of 3 hearts shows clubs with a limit plus hand and no spade stopper.
iv. After a 2NT relay to 3 clubs, responder’s bid of 3 spades shows clubs with a limit plus hand and a spade stopper.

If the overcall is 2H: 
i. Two hearts is to play.

ii. Three diamonds is a transfer to 3S (limit plus). 

iii. After a 2NT relay to 3 clubs, responder’s bid of 3 hearts, shows clubs with a limit plus hand and a heart stopper.

iv. After a 2NT relay to 3 clubs, responder’s bid of 3 spades shows clubs with a limit plus hand and a spade fragment.

If the overcall is 2 diamonds:

i. Two hearts and two spades are to play.

ii. Three clubs is a transfer to 3 hearts and 3 hearts is a transfer to 3 spades.

iii. After a 2NT relay to 3 clubs, responder’s bid of 3 hearts shows clubs with a limit plus hand and a heart fragment.

iv. After a 2NT relay to 3 clubs, responder’s bid of 3 spades shows clubs with a limit plus hand and a spade fragment.

v. After a 2NT relay to 3 clubs, responder’s bid of 3 diamonds shows clubs with a limit plus hand and a diamond stopper.

With a 2♣ (natural or not) overcall, a double is Stayman and systems are on. Three spades after a major suit overcall shows the minors with limit plus.
