Defense


Both Vul. Holding  AXX—AX—K10864—9XX, you hear LHO open 1C and the bidding goes pass-pass to you.  You bid 1D doubled by LHO. Partner bids 2D passed back to LHO who doubles again. RHO bids 2S passed to partner who bids 3D. This is passed to LHO who bids 3S doubled by partner. Plan the defense. You lead fourth down in diamonds and see the following dummy: K1032—KJ109—A2—AK7. Declarer wins the ACE and partner follows with the five and declarer the nine. Declarer now plays the spade King pinning your partner’s Queen. You win your ACE. What now? Partner obviously holds the diamond Queen. What do you play next? If you re-flexibly play the diamond King, declarer can now make the hand. Instead you must lead a club since your only hope to beat the hand is to get 1spade, 2hearts, 1dia. and 1club. You lead the club and declarer wins the ACE with partner playing the club 5. Next declarer pulls your two trumps, with partner discarding the diamond 3 and club 3.  You should now have an accurate count of partner’s and declarer distribution. Partner is almost certainly 1—4—4—4 with declarer being 5-3-2-3. After pulling the trump, declarer now leads a heart towards dummy. What do you play and why? If you play low, declarer now plays the heart king and exits with a diamond. Partner can win or let it ride to you but it makes no difference declarer now has his contract made with either your partner having to lead from his heart Queen or you having to give declarer a rough-slough. You must win the heart Ace and lead a second club. Now declarer has no effective counter. He can win the club King and exit with a club. Partner wins the 3rd round of clubs and can now lead a diamond to your carefully preserved diamond King so that you can lead a heart through dummy’s KJ10 with partner winning the Queen for the setting trick. I f declarer exits with a diamond you win with the King and lead a heart through dummy. Would you have gotten the defense right? Partner’s accurate count discards in diamonds and clubs were necessary if you were going to defeat the contract.
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
