Responding to a Question About a Bid with a Convention  Name is Never Adequate

Dear Eric,





At the recent Houston Regional playing against one of the top pairs (Meckwell) in the world in the semi-finals of a Bracket 1 KO, we had a lead of 25 IMPS when this board came up. 


I held K87XX-Q10XX-AXX-X. LHO (Rodwell) opened 1D, partner overcalled 1NT, RHO (Meckstroth) bid 2C??--no alert; I hesitated for a few seconds and then asked what the bid was. Rodwell said it was Stayman. Now I had a further problem. I wanted to ask does 2C promise both majors (Stayman doesn’t promise both majors), since my partner and I have an agreement that systems are off if the 2C bid is for the majors. I knew that if I asked more questions partner would know that I held at least one major so I elected to pass. Rodwell now bid 2H, partner passed, and Meckstroth now bid 3C. I now knew the bidding was about to die at 3C if I passed. I wanted to bid 4C, but not knowing how partner would interpret the bid, I chose to jump to 4S (a bad decision) which was doubled by Meckstroth with his 4S to the AJ109. This was down 3 for -800. The other 3 hands are as follows: Rodwell XX-AXX-Q10XXX-AJX; partner QX-KJ9X-AJXXX-KQ; Meckstroth AJ109-XX-X-109XXXX.





At the other table our partners didn’t get into the bidding and the contract of 4H was made.  We lost 16 IMPs on the board but still won the match by 16 IMPs.


My questions are:


Should the 2 C bid been alerted? Is Stayman an adequate explanation? 


Since Rodwell bid 2H (his best major it seems that he was taking the 2C bid as promising both majors) should this have been alerted if 2H could be on a 3 card suit? 


Should 3 Clubs have been alerted? 


Should I have asked the question does 2C promise both majors?  We have since changed our agreement to make a double of 2C or 2D in this sequence to say we can double a major and we have some cards.

Hi Marion,


The facts are evidence that 2C was not Stayman, else Rod would have bid 2D. They may believe that “asking partner to bid a major” is the same as Stayman, but I don’t believe that is quite true. 2C should clearly have been alerted if it was conventional. If 2H by agreement was “better major” rather than 4H it should have been alerted. If 3C did not change the meaning of 2C and was an offer to play, with 4S and longer clubs, there was no need to alert that. With no screens, it’s always awkward for the un-alerted side, as there is fear that asking would give UI to partner and HI (helpful info) to a sharp declarer. Here you might have asked, after being told “Stayman” whether that asked for best major or only 4-card major, without much prejudice. Whether you could have survived by picking a more successful plan is an intangible thing because of the confusion. I think it makes sense to play double of 2C as cards (2D would be NAT, 3C NAT, so you can’t really play transfers effectively here. But as 2D would have been NAT, you could have bid 3D over 3C as a cue-bid as long as partner was with you in spirit.


For sure, I would have asked for the Director’s assistance when I discovered Rodwell had only three hearts. Did you have any discussion with Meckwell at the table about the explanation?
