A Case for Kokish Relay and Using Four Spades as KB in a Forcing Heart Auction


You hold KXX-KXX-XX-QJ10XX and hear partner open 2C. The bidding goes 2D-2H (Alerted by you as showing either a strong 2H opener or 25+ HCP balanced)-2S (forced)-3C. What do you bid now? The winning bid is 4S keycard for hearts. Partner response is 4NT showing 4KC’s in hearts. You bid 5C’s asking for the Q of hearts. Partner bids 6C’s, saying I have the Q of hearts and K of clubs. Assuming hearts run, you can now count 13 tricks. Alas, the auction didn’t go that way at the table. Partner bid 4 clubs (Minorwood) over 3 clubs and over the 4 spade (2 or 5KC’s) response bid 6 clubs as he didn’t know about the heart Q.





This hand illustrates why you need to think about where you are going with the auction. Once you bid 4 clubs you have no way to find out about the heart Q. Of course you could gamble and bid seven anyway.
