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Suit Lead Transfers


Have you ever wondered why the experts always seem to find the right lead against a seemingly straight forward auction? I f so, then this article is for you. First let’s look at a sample hand Vulnerable vs. Non-Vulnerable as West you hold KJ10XX-JX-10XX-KJ9. Opener opens 1D, you overcall 1S and the bidding is:


North	East	South	West


1D	1S


X	2S	3H	P


4H	P	P	P


What would you lead? Certainly leading a trump from JX or a Club from KJ9 doesn’t look attractive. Neither does a diamond into declarer’s first bid suit. For lack of anything better, and buoyed by your partner’s 2S raise, you confidently lead the Jack of Spades. Alas, the full hand is:

You’ve led the only suit to give declarer his 10th trick. Do you just shrug and attribute it to bad luck. Let’s try it again. You have the same hand and the auction is similar. After the negative double of your Spade over call, partner again bids 2S and this time declare jumps to 4H ending the bidding. Astutely learning from the previous hand, you cleverly stay off the Spade lead this time. Alas the full hand is:

This time a Spade lead would have allowed your side to cash 2Spades, exit passively with a Diamond and eventually score a trump and a club for down one. If you led a red suit on the go, declarer can make 5, while the successful Club lead from the first example now allows declarer to make 6! What’s a fellow to do? Can we really hope to do no better than guess well?

What I propose is to adopt a popular convention called Suit Lead Transfers. The Suit Lead Transfers apply after one of a minor by the opponents, a major suit overcall by partner, and a negative double by RHO.  They also can be used after a 1M opening by partner and a double by RHO, but we will save that for a future article. 





A couple of examples demonstrate the basic mechanics. The responses by responder (fourth hand) to overcaller after 1D-1H-X are:


1S- This is natural but at least a good 5-card suit.


1NT- This is about clubs. It shows either clubs (a hand with which you would have bid 2 non-forcing clubs in response to an overcall) or a spade raise to any level with values in clubs.


2C- This is a transfer cue bid showing a 3-piece limit raise.


3C- This is transfer cue bid showing a 4-piece limit raise.


2D- This is a 3-piece constructive raise to 2H.


 3D- This is a 4-piece constructive raise to 3 H.


2H- This is a bad raise to 2H or trying to jam the opponents with say a doubleton honor. By logic you must be prepared for partner to lead a heart when you raise with minimal values.





The responses by responder (fourth hand) to overcaller after 1C-1H-X are:


1S- This is natural but at least a good 5-card suit.


1NT- This is a transfer cue bid showing a 3-piece limit raise.


2NT- This is transfer cue bid showing a 4-piece limit raise.


2C- This is about diamonds. It shows either diamonds (a hand with which you would have bid 2 non-forcing diamonds in response to an overcall) or a spade raise to any level with values in diamonds.


2D- This is a 3-piece constructive raise to 2H.


3D- This is a 4-piece constructive raise to 3 H.


2H- This is a bad raise to 2H or trying to jam the opponents with say a doubleton honor. By logic you must be prepared for partner to lead a heart when you raise with minimal values.





Now let us go back and see if we can improve our partnership results. I n the first example after the negative X of your partner’s 1S overcall with the West hand you can bid 1NT showing values in clubs (planning to raise spades to the two level). When the auction continues 3H by south, pass, 4H by north, partner can confidently lead a club and defeat the contract. 





How do our methods do on the second example? On this layout you raise partner’s spade overcall to 2S (showing a bad single raise) after the negative double by North and North-South continue to 4H. Now the spade lead stands out because partner did not direct to to another suit to lead. After cashing the 2 spades and exiting with a passive diamond, East-West can later take one heart and one spade no matter what South does.


   


One question is: what should the redouble of the negative double be used for?
