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Transfer Advances


Transfer bids after takeout doubles and to some extent, transfer bids after an overcall are all the rage now. I watched several expert pairs playing in the Spingold Teams at the recent Summer National and they all used transfer advances.  The simplest form is to bid one under to show a constructive raise after partner’s major suit opening is doubled. 


For example:


1S-D-2H or 1H-D-2D both show a constructive raise in partner’s major suit opening. If you play Bergen, the one-under bid would be a 3 pc constructive raise and 3D or 3C would be a 4 pc constructive raise. A 3 pc limit raise is shown by redoubling and then raising partner’s suit. 





A simplifed system of tranfer advances is the following: 


 1.   1. After 1 Heart opening or overcall followed by Double, 1 Spade is natural.


2. In all other cases, all bids are transfers except a raise of opener’s major. 1NT is a transfer to 2C, 2C to 2D, etc. When a transfer is invoked in all other cases, it shows the A or K in that suit if support exists for the M.  If support does not exist for the major, then it only shows length. The M opener or over-caller should take the transfer unless he is short in the suit, assuming RHO does not bid.


When you transfer into the M at the two level, it is a 3 card constructive raise.


If you don’t want to use Bergen over a double, you can transfer into the M at the three level to show a 4 card constructive raise.


After a 1M overcall followed by double, a transfer into the opener’s suit is a 3 pc limit+ raise. 2NT is 4-pc limit raise.


Examples:   1S Double 2D – This would show a high Heart honor and warns partner not to lead Spades unless it is a natural lead.  


1H Double 3D – This would show a 4 Piece constructive raise.  1S Double 3S – This would be less than constructive (about 6 points).  1S Double 2S – This would show less than constructive and would not guarantee a high spade honor but would deny an A or K in any other suit.
