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Bidding after partner opens 2NT


Did you ever wonder why some people have their card marked that 3S is a relay to 3NT after a 2NT opening by partner. I f the partnership is playing Puppet Stayman, and responder holds 5-4-3-1 what do you do? If you bid 3C and partner responds 3NT (no 4-card or 5-card major) do you bid 4S and hope. The solution is to use a direct 3NT bid as showing a hand with 5 spades and 4 hearts. A bid of 3 spades is then used to get to 3 NT or the beginning of showing a minor suit oriented hand. For example you could have the following agreement:


4C  shows a broken club suit with slam interest


4D  shows a broken diamond suit with slam interest


4H shows a club suit w/2 of top 3 and 3 of top 5 honors


4S shows a diamond suit w/2 of top 3 and 3 of top 5 honors


 4N shows 5-5 (or better) minors w/1 of 6 control (4A & 2K)


5C  shows 5-5 (or better) minors w/2 of 6 control (4A & 2K)


5D  shows 5-5 (or better) minors w/3 of 6 control (4A & 2K)
