Minutes of Meeting of Board of Directors on April 20, 2009
The meeting was held at the home of Bob Butterfield.  Members present were Jim Bauer, Steve Birnbaum, Carolyn Bradford, Bob Butterfield, Tomi Fitzgerald, David Greims, Jim Harp, Charles Price, Doug Tucker and Executive Secretary Lynne Wood.  No members were absent.
The meeting was called to order by Jim Bauer.
Minutes of the March meeting were approved.
The monthly financial reports were presented.  Cash balances are $17,699 in the primary checking account, $ 27,790 in the Fidelity account, and $ 25,499 in CD’s at Viewpoint Bank. 
Jim Bauer reported that Mary Jane McGinnis has agreed to plan and coordinate the annual appreciation dinner.  All Board members were asked to send Jim a list of potential invitees.  After discussion, it was decided to plan the dinner to occur before the May tournament, or mid-June at the latest.  

Board members voted to reimburse Lynne Wood for Quickbooks Pro 2009, the current version of the software used to keep the DBA books.

Jim Bauer reported that Mark Bumgardner has chosen dates for the 2010 GNT unit finals of April 25 and May 9.  Mark will be asked to consider April 18 instead of May 9, as May 9 is Mothers Day.  Dates for the NAP unit finals are needed for both 2009 and 2010.
It was reported that only one team attended the 2009 flight C unit finals.  They are automatically qualified to represent the unit at the District finals.  After discussion, the Board voted to reimburse the team members their unit final fees if they choose NOT to play in the District finals. 
Doug Tucker reported on the upcoming directory publication.  An email blast will be used to request advertising and last minute updates to member information.  Currently, Doug is targeting release of the new directory by the upcoming May sectional tournament.    
Jim Harp reported on the new team unit games.  The first two such games were attended by 13 teams and 19 teams.  The larger game provided a separate flight for the 499-er teams, the recommended future format.  The next 3 games are scheduled for June 18 (Valley View), August 20 (Dorsey’s) and October 22 (Valley View).  The club hosting a team unit game is guaranteed $ 100 plus half of any profits from that game.
A discussion was held regarding assignment of a Board member to oversee communications and publicity for intermediate and novice players about the NAP and Grand National Teams.  A final decision was not reached.
As authorized by the Board in March, Jim Bauer signed the 2009 and 2010 contracts with the Richardson Civic Center.  Some of these contracts may be amended when the tournament committee decides who will run the sectionals for 2010.
Tomi Fitzgerald will send a list of recommended unit game refreshments to Board members. Tomi asked that Board members let her know if new name badges are needed. 

David Greims asked that he be listed on the unit website as the Intermediate/Novice coordinator.  

Steve Birnbaum reported that he received 10 books from Bobby Wolff which will be used as prizes at the August tournament.
There being no further business, and in consideration of the planning session to follow, the meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be at 7:00 pm, May 18, 2009 at the home of Tomi Fitzgerald, 5688 Southern Hills, Frisco 75034.
