Minutes of Meeting of Board of Directors on May 10, 2010
The meeting was held at the home of Steve Birnbaum.  Members present were Steve Birnbaum, Carolyn Bradford,  Bob Butterfield, Leslie Conant, Tomi Fitzgerald, Susan Flick, David Greims, Doug Tucker and Executive Secretary Lynne Wood.  Charles Price was absent.
The meeting was called to order by Tomi Fitzgerald.
Minutes of the March meeting were approved as modified.
The monthly financial reports showed cash balances of $ 9,352 in the primary checking account, $ 28,255 in the Fidelity account, and $ 26, 838 in CD’s at Viewpoint Bank.  It was decided that budget vs. actual reports should be generated and reviewed monthly.
Steve Birnbaum reported that membership increased to 1417.  Positive feedback has been received on inclusion of member achievements in the Unit email messages.

Bob Butterfield reported that the Tournament Committee is still working with Dorsey to finalize the budget for the Labor Day Regional. Allocation of the 2011 sectional  tournaments has not yet been finalized.  There have only been 3 requests for non-Life Master tournaments this year, all from the Bridge Academy of North Dallas.
Susan Flick reported that 5,000 flyers have been printed for the Regional. She has arranged for these to be distributed to clubs and tournaments in the Dallas area and in other cities in Texas, Oklahoma, and Arkansas.  They will also be available at the New Orleans Nationals. There will be ads in the Scorecard and she is working with the ACBL on an ad for the Bulletin.  Doug Tucker reported that he plans to do the graphics for a banner ad on Bridge Base as discussed last month.  This will make the ad even less expensive.

Carolyn Bradford will check with Dorsey on progress in advertising for the summer Bridge camp.  

Tomi reported that Gerrie Owen is the new Unit GNT/NAP Coordinator. Qualifying games for the NAP's will begin in June at the clubs. Dates for these games should be sent out on the broadcast emails.

David Greims reported that the unit donated 79 tables to the Spring Valley United Methodist Church.  He has transported and stored the 100 new tables, giving the unit a total of 160 tables, all in very good condition.   The table delivery to Fort Worth included 20 extra tables.  It was decided that our unit does not need more at this time.  Tomi Fitzgerald will contact Tyler to see if they  would like to buy them.  David also reported that he repaired the leaks in the smaller trailer.
Carolyn Bradford led a discussion about workable dates for Board visitations to clubs in the Unit.  She will finalize a schedule and send it out to Board members.
Carolyn Bradford presented a trophy like those used in the 2008 Regional.  Those remaining can be modified and used in this year's Regional.  There are also hundreds of mugs in storage which say "I Won in Dallas" which can be awarded.

Lynne Wood reported that the unit is now approved and equipped for using the night depository at Bank of America.
